Bethany Methodist Nursing Home at Choa Chu Kang Avenue 4 was set up in September 2001 through the combined efforts of the Methodist churches, Methodist schools and many well-wishers. 

For the last 7 years, Bethany has operated at full capacity of 271-beds.  Destitute persons and people from the lowest income groups are given priority in bed allocation.  More than 80% of the residents at Bethany require high-level assistance in simple daily activities like feeding, toileting and even sitting up in bed.  
Due to their profile, most of Bethany’s residents have no families or are without visitors.  Even though fed, clothed and nursed, life can be bleak, dreary and depressing for them.    
The average monthly subsidy for a resident is $650.
